Jesus replied, “ No one who puts his hand to the plow and 
looks back is fit for service in the kingdom of God.”  - Luke 9:62

School Board 
Most of you reading this know of the Faith School SCRIP Program, but how many have actually taken the time 
to review what’s available and what percentage each gives back to Faith – both school and church?  
  
From the monies collected, the total amount is broken down into five categories at specific percentages: 
Property 15%, WELS Missions/Ministry 15%, Technology 25%, Curriculum 25%, and Youth Activities 20%. 
These funds cover those expenses that arise during the year that were not originally budgeted - and therefore 
reduces going over budget. 
  
During this past school year, proceeds from this program have done many great things, such as: 
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Technology: Updated Faith©s computer system/network virus protection software, providing a new laptop for a 
portable projection system that could be used for classroom presentations, various meetings, Bible Class, etc, 
and providing additional wireless hubs for coverage throughout the school and church 
  
Youth Activities: Covered expenses for various class field trips, the youth Rally that will take place this summer 
at Green Lake, and covered any costs for the school to attend the play at WLA 
  
Curriculum: Helped to offset the fees not fully covered through the church budget of the Orton-Gillingham 
Workshop that 8 Faith teachers will attend this summer.  This workshop will better equip our teachers with the 
needed skills to help students with reading difficulties.  
  
Property: Updated playing surfaces - such as diamonds, purchased various safety related items, and even some 
general maintenance items that are used throughout the facility. 
  
WELS Missions/Ministry: This benefits a specific purpose every quarter of the school year. Not only do 
the missions receive financial support, but the school children learn about the areas of need, the geography, 
environment, etc associated with each mission. This past year, Mission Fields in Cameroon, Mozambique, and 
Mexico have been supported through these contributions. 
  
As you can see this has been a great blessing and as you can see the School and Church benefit, so please take 
some time to review the offerings for the benefit of all. 
  
On a different note, it is summer again. After the long winter and delayed spring the sun and warmth is here. 
Along with summer, comes kids out of school riding bikes and playing really not concerned about traffic. 
Please when driving, take an extra look at an intersection, slow down around playgrounds, schools, or athletic 
fields, and when passing a bicyclist give them the most space possible and safely to make sure our children are 
safe.

“ Treasures in Heaven”  is the name of a new effort by our congregation to reduce our mortgage, make an offering to our 
synod and provide funding for redecorating/painting our sanctuary. On Saturday evening, October 13, a dinner was held 
to kick off the Treasures in Heaven program.  The goal of the program is to receive pledges and gifts totaling $400,000 
over and above our regular weekly contributions.  If this goal is met, our mortgage of $342,000 will be paid off, the 
$18,000 costs of the church redecorating would be covered and in addition, $40,000 would be given to WELS Missions.  
To date over $148,000 has been pledged by 67 envelope holders. To God alone be the glory. We are very encouraged by 
this initial response. The “ Treasures in Heaven”  program is intended for all the members of our congregation to 
participate. Recently a video was shown in church further explaining the program and pledge forms were handed out to all 
worshippers. If you missed the video and the pledge forms, they are available in the narthex. We encourage all our 
members to participate in “ Treasures in Heaven.”
